
 

Monitoring of Smoke Free Law in Jaipur city 

Organized by CUTS with Department of Health & Family Welfare,  

Government of Rajasthan  

On July 03, 2009 

 

Introduction  

CUTS Centre for Consumer Action, Research & Training (CUTS CART) is consistently 

doing advocacy with the Government to effectively implement the smoke free laws in the 

state. As an impact of this strong advocacy, Department of Health & Family Welfare, 

Government of Rajasthan has formed an inspection committee to monitor the 

implementation of tobacco control laws in Jaipur city.  CUTS CART is also included in 

the committee as a representative of civil society organization.   

 

Objectives 

The Committee will visit randomly to different part of city to observe the implementation 

of Tobacco Control Law and for enforcement of various provisions under the rule like 

ban on smoking at public place, ban of tobacco sale near educational institutions, 

pictorial warnings on tobacco products etc. The committee is included officer of Joint 

Director level.  

 

Proceedings 

CUTS CART took the initiative and conducted first monitoring visit on July 03, 2009 in 

Jaipur city. Dr. P. C. Santhiya, Joint Director, Dr. B. N. Sharma, Medical Officer and C. 

P. Sharma, Programme Assistant from Tobacco control Cell, Department of Health & 

Family Welfare were involve in the monitoring visits along with members of CUTS 

CART.  The team visited total sixteen government departments in Jaipur city.    

 

During the inspection, committee observed that specified signboards of ‘No smoking’ 

were not in place. Few found in place were not according to the norms of the rule. 

According to rule size of signboards should be 60 cm x 30 cm. Few people were found 

smoking inside the government buildings that were given warning to abstain in future. 

Copy of instructions, sample signboards and some other information material were 

distributed to the head of departments to display them in their offices and ensure the 

compliance regularly.  

 

Outcomes 

 

1. Visits were helpful to understand the real picture of implementation of law by the 

enforcement officials. 

2. The print media covered visit, which was helpful to draw the attention of other to 

follow the rule.  

3. Inspection visit created fear in concern authorities to implement the law effective 

and properly.  

4. Knowledge of concern authorities increased more about the issue, which is 

helpful to make them more sensitive. 
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
